What is it?

ÅThe Rural Marketing Grant program 
awards funding which is intended to 
develop, promote and improve tourism to 
and within the State of Nevada.



Who is eligible?

ÅAny non-profit 501c3, 501c6, fair and 
recreation boards, cvbôs, chambers of 
commerce, local or regional organizations 
such as the six NCOT sponsored ñterritoriesò 
which promote travel and tourism.  Private 
sector ñfor profitò businesses are not eligible.

ÅSince this is a rural marketing grant program, 
only communities of less than 100,000 
people are eligible.



How much money is available and 
where does it come from?

ÅFor the past few years, the Rural Grants 
Program had just over a million dollars to 
award.  The money is made available from 
room tax revenue.



How often is the money awarded?

ÅThe marketing grant program has two 
ñcyclesò per fiscal year.  The 1st cycle 
awards money to be used from July 1st

thru June 30th, and the 2nd cycle awards 
money to be used January 1st thru June 
30th.



What types of projects does the 
program fund?

ÅSpecial Events

ÅWeb site design and maintenance 

ÅOther web related projects

ÅBrochures, Publications, Visitor Guides, etc.

ÅPrint media, layout and design

ÅBillboards, television and radio advertising, 
familiarization tours, travel and trade 
shows, research and fulfillment.



What types of projects are not 
eligible?

ÅWith the exception of billboards, signs are 
not grant eligible nor are equipment 
purchases, salaries, capitol expenditures 
and purchases, cost overruns or expenses 
incurred or committed prior to grant 
award cycle.
